THE PRINCIPLES OF PROTECTION AND IMPROVEMENT OF

INTRODUCTION

“History cannot be touched without being changed.”

Sigfried Giedion

patial cultural-historical units are the oldest urban spaces which, with their urban

and architectural heritage and cultural levels, testify to the history of the city through
all phases of its existence. Continuity is an important determinant for understanding
the evolution of each settlement.

The European Urban Charter! contains principles and attitudes of European
urbanism and basic directions of activity. Considering the physical form of the city and
urban environment, the Charter emphasizes the importance of the manner in which
they are stored, improved and connected. Urban-architectural heritage constitutes
an irreplaceable part of the urban reality that has the crucial influence on the identity
of the city, and the life and work of its people. Authorities, especially at the local
level, have an obligation to organize and undertake measures for the protection and
enhancement of urban heritage, while respecting the following principles:

1) Urban protection requires the adoption of appropriate legal framework.

2) Conservation of urban heritage requires appropriate information policy.

3) It is necessary to define appropriate mechanisms and a partnership between private
and public sectors in financing conservation and restoration.

4) It is necessary to revive old crafts, old construction techniques and ways of
maintenance of buildings and facades. |

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Urban and architectural heritage should be integrated into modern currents of life of
residents of the city and should become basic elements in the overall planning.

Conservation and restoration of urban heritage are, as a rule, stimuli for the economic
development of the city.

While, on the one hand, the interest of the professional and general public for
restoration of architectural heritage is growing, the existing institutional framework,
on the other hand, is collapsing and losing the necessary financial and political support
for the preservation and enhancement of architectural heritage. It is necessary to
establish awareness that the past cannot be erased from human memory, as well as
that heritage cannot be rejected, which is why the legitimacy of the protection and
restoration of the total heritage should be re-established. The question is not whether
we should use the heritage, but how. The use of heritage requires prior knowledge and
understanding of the process of its creation. The study of inherited fund, evaluation
and determination of conditions for the protection and improvement, represents a
continuous process, constantly open to new findings and further studies.

Until recently, protection of architectural heritage was treated as a liability of the
government. However, as a result of recent changes in society, the identification and
protection of heritage is increasingly understood as a task for local communities
with their relevant authorities. The role of citizens is becoming crucial, directly in
taking care of their own property, and indirectly by participating and establishing the
awareness of building character. With the participation of citizens in the planning
and management of heritage resources, the use of technical and specialized services is
required. Education and training are a fundamental part of this process. This means
possessing necessary measures in legal and administrative processes that would ensure
thatlocal authorities have the necessary skills and the know how’. Part of the required
skills for those involved in the integration planning process, is the ability to work in
a team, as well as to possess problem-solving skills to adapt to different values and
different benefits of the cultural heritage protection.?

City plans are the first connection and the first source of information about the shape
of the city. Displaying basic land uses, their relationship and interaction in space, as
well as the network of streets and squares, infrastructure corridors and facilities, the
capacity of the existing and planned construction, disposition and organization of
buildings, their dimensions and volumes, the plan illustrates an idea of functional and

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- spatial organization of the city, and expresses the fundamental character of its physical
structure. There is an essential relationship between the city plan, spatial organization
and land use on the one hand, and the physical structure of the city on the other.

EVALUATION OF SPACE AS A NECESSARY CONDITION FOR PLANNING

The Old Core of Zemun in its present form was formed in the late 18" century. It
represents a unique urban phenomenon expressed through a multiplicity of forms,
content and meaning.

So far, the most complete view of origin, historical development and evaluation of the
architectural heritage of the Old Core of Zemun, was given by Zeljko Skalamera in
the Press (volumes 5 and 7) of Cultural Heritage Preservation Institute of Belgrade,
under the title “The Old Core of Zemun I and II, from 1966 and 1967”. These
studies summarized and presented extensive documentation which was formed by a
multidisciplinary team of specialists during the research of the area.

According to these studies, the Old Core of Zemun was divided into four parts
(Donji grad, Gardos, Cukovac, Gradski park), which included 64 blocks identified
within the street network. For each block a file was formed with annexes of its spatial
development in the 1:500 ratio with image and text documents, old prospects, data of
block development and attachments for each individual object and facility within the
block. Spatial development schemes in certain characteristic periods, included land
use and differentiation of the objects according to their content (public, residential
and commercial buildings). Graphic displays of the status of street fronts (facades)
were made for each block in the 1:200 ratio.

Based on the documentation of historical development, drawings of the chronology
of the formation of objects were made in the 1:1000 ratio, and for each block in the
1:500 ratio. The drawings of historical valuation of buildings and sites were also made
in the 1:1000 ratio, and for blocks in the 1:500 ratio. In the scheme, there were objects
and sites of architectural and ambiental, as well as urban values, which were marked
for stricter conservation action, representative buildings of architectural and urban
development of Zemun which were intended for preservation, ambient structures
which were provided for freer reconstruction procedure, neutral objects that did not
impair the neighborhood, as well as individual objects that were in conflict with the
environment and which were, from today’s point of heritage protection, evaluated
as dominant structures of modern architecture whose authorial concept should be
preserved.
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Graphic attachments of historical valuation and the elements for further action to the
inherited units and individual objects according to their historical significance and
architectural value which were given in the text, were a sufficiently clear basis for further
action and urban planning, rehabilitation and reconstruction of this monumental site.,

Based on the overall documentation and the analysis of the origin, development
and condition of the historic urban unit of the Old Core of Zemun, its value was
perceived and accepted in relevant social institutions. In the spirit of the Venice
Charter (1964), which represents the beginning of modern observation related to the
doctrine of protection and conservation of historic sites, as well as on the basis of the
conducted detailed research, the Old Core of Zemun, due to its cultural and historical
heritage, as well as its natural and environmental values, was declared a monument
of culture, according to the Decision of Culture Heritage Preservation Institute of

Belgrade No. 949/2 (1966).

Despite the awareness of importance of retaining current values in the process
of planning the development of the Old Core of Zemun, in practice, sometimes,
difficulties arose as a result of non-harmonized attitudes towards values which had
to be protected. Partial understanding of space and making detailed urban plans
for individual subunits or blocks within the Core often resulted in an inappropriate
relationship with the urban and architectural fund.

It was necessary to produce an urban plan for the entire historic site with respect to the
wider impact area, which would offer an optimal solution for the revitalization and
urban renewal of the Old Core of Zemun, as well as to define and propose possible real
financing, management models and a manner of implementation. Making an urban
plan for the entire Core began after more than three decades of detailed research.

In the meantime, at the international level, the Amsterdam Declaration (1975) was
adopted, defining the platform of integrated protection of architectural heritage.
It points out that architectural heritage includes not only individual buildings of
exceptional value and their direct environment, but also a larger spatial area of
historical and cultural interest, as well as contemporary art and a new type of urban
planning, whose aims are to preserve and re-affirm traditional values of the city.
The efforts for active protection are emphasized, which should contain not only the
cultural value of objects, but also their usefulness, as its criteria.

Furthermore, the Recommendation of Nairobi, accepted by UNESCO in 1976,
invites all architects and urban planners to respect historic areas and their environment
as a coherent site, and to integrate them harmoniously into contemporary life.
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In the spirit of international, generally recognized principles of protection of
architectural heritage, the Old Core of Zemun, by the decision of the Government
of the Republic of Serbia, was declared the spatial cultural-historical entity of
great importance for the Republic (Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia No.
14/79). Within the limits of the protected spatial cultural-historical entity, there
is a large number of individual cultural monuments, archaeological sites of the
ancient Taurunum, as well as numerous subunits of special urban-architectural and
environmental value.

METHODOLOGY OF THE PLAN OF DETAILED REGULATION
OF THE OLD CORE OF ZEMUN

The Plan of detailed regulation of the Old Core of Zemun (2003) is based on the
valid legislation and regulations, as well as the overall practice of the Urban Planning
Institute, Culture Heritage Preservation Institute of Belgrade and other relevant
organizations and institutions in the process of making and adopting the plans for
urban renewal, representing the instrument for realization of modern conservation.

Modern commitment to protect and preserve heritage, defined in contemporary
documents of ICOMOS and European institutions®, is fully implemented in the
methodology of the urban plan of the Old Core of Zemun.

In the implemented methodological procedure, urban renewal is understood as an
adjustment of facilities and spatial units to changing social, cultural and economic
conditions, without substantial changes in their basic physical characteristics, in order
to preserve the tradition, identity and physiognomy of historic ambience. Existing
social milieu is retained in the improved ecological and adapted functional conditions.
Renovation and reconstruction of the city are understood as an ongoing process that
takes place to the extent and in the manner allowed by financial, cultural and above
all, organizational features and capabilities of the community.

The planning process was carried out through the following stages*:

Using the methodology applied in the plan, a competition for the improvement of
public spaces and structures was proposed and realized with the aim to check, in the
phase of preparation of the spatial-program concept, the concepts that were suggested,
and also to collect other or different ideas on possible ways of the spatial arrangement.

PERSPECTIVES OF REVITALIZATION AND URBAN RENEWAL
OF THE OLD CORE OF ZEMUN

If by ‘context’ we mean the entire heritage, past experience, the reality in all its
forms (physical, natural, social, cultural, political, historical, religious, economic,
technological, customary, organizational, etc.), a way of thinking and respect for the
existing, ordinary and everyday, then the spatial-programme solution of revitalization
and urban renewal of the Old Core of Zemun should be based on the respect for the
following attitudes and orientations (principles)®:

1) The Old Core of Zemun is a spatial cultural-historical entity of great value,
mainly with ambient character, which must be observed within the wider
area of the City center.

2) The Old Core of Zemun is treated integrally as a historic center (one of
two in Belgrade), within which values of particular urban units, city blocks,
(micro) spaces or areas, streets and other elements of urban structure, are

graded.

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3) A global overview of the problems in the wider area of influence (movement
of people and goods, stationary traffic, primary infrastructure systems and
corridors, attractiveness, availability, orientation in respect to the Danube
etc.).

4) It is necessary to reaffirm the potential of local waters, the development of
waterways and integration into the European waterway network.

5) Respect for the spatial and physical development of the Old Core of Zemun

in time (space-time continuum).

6) In planning the Old Core of Zemun, the experience of the past should be

used.

7) Valuation of the total area and existing architectural structures and their
typology are the necessary ‘pretext’ for the identification of current and
future relations in the city space.

8) Renewal of spiritual values (tradition, identity, meaning) within the area of
the Core of Zemun.

9) Preservation and improvement of typological characteristics of the space
by strong typological elements which characterized an ambient unit (spe-
cific elements of natural space, location, terrain features, vegetation, river
and other elements of the landscape, individual buildings with their original
purposes etc.).

10) The use of the underground space if possible, the preservation and revital-
ization of industrial buildings, active implementation of urban archeology
and presentation of older layers of city life.

11) Rehabilitation of the existing and introduction of new purposes (redefin-
ing) that must not destroy the structure and integrity of the city.

12) Exploring the opportunities for planning new buildings, according to the
context (‘genius loci’).

13) Free use of new techniques and materials respecting the existing
relationships of mass, scale, thythm, appropriate way of the final design of
buildings and space etc.
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~ The urban renewal of the Old Core of Zemun required large financial investments
under the termsand the conceptof the urban plan which was created (asan instrument).
The project does not only include the protection and improvement of the existing
building fund of cultural-historical, urban-architectural, and environmental values,
investments in solving traffic problems (in the network, stationary traffic, providing
better accessibility and flow) and reconstruction and development of infrastructure
networks, but also the introduction of new content and purposes appropriate to the
nature, characteristics and potentials of this area. Money obtained from the existing
sources (the fee charged for the use and land equipment, fees for the land transfer,
utility fees, taxes, rents, etc.) is insufficient. In order to implement rehabilitation and
reconstruction projects of this area, it is necessary to equally involve all kinds of capital
and all types of property, from small private enterprises for small investments, to large
entreprencurs (developers) which would be ‘assigned’ the whole historic area or its
functional or environmental units by leasing or through concessions. This attitude
is particularly important for the new understanding of the planning process and the
plan, which, taking into account the sustainable development of the environment and
rapidly changing society, is therefore dynamic, open, flexible, rational and efficient.

CONCLUSION

Protecting the historic centre of Zemun means its adaptation to the needs of modern
life, with full respect to its essence, structure and history. It can only be realized within
the framework of spatial arrangement and urban planning, in order to interactively
integrate it into the socio-economic needs of the region. Zemun, like all historic
cities, contains wealth which is renewable through generations (enormous immovable
capital that represents beauty, human dimension, sensitivity and versatility of life
framework, diversity and flexibility of human relations that it covers etc.). Its future
protection and improvement should be based on urban, technical and financial plans
and ‘healthy economy’

Urban planning and urban policy represent the minimum framework for the
articulation of the culture of space. The culture of space exists if there is a culture
of politics that shapes it through urban planning, which starts from the culture of
decision-making on the matters of space. The task of modern urban planning is to
preserve traditional values of the city which have to be recognized, properly read and
interpreted by cultural messages, according to new requirements, techniques and

technologies.
