The reopening towards the world, the marketability, but also a safer
and definitive orientation of the state and individuals, slowly beget
fathomable buildings, which in the best tradition of the working and
living culture present the investor and the author. The time when
architects were avoided or unwillingly put up with has gone, so that
more realised building are done by authors now.

Three realised examples in Nis, Cacak and Novi Sad are chosen here
for their quality, the varied opproach, distinct handwritings and
because the chosen architectural language gives the buildings
character and measure both in regard to the content and the context.

Olivera Nedelikovic conceptualised a nonintruding, simply formed
cubic shape, which forks on the angle part and accentuates the
cafering use. The radiant yellow paint of standardised elements is
subdued with grey hues. Reminiscence to standardised construction of
a more prominent distributor is evident, by which a conceivable
standardisation is underlined attuned with European standards for
such uses. Bearing in mind other distorted and exaggerated examples
of recent architectural exhibitionism, this building draws attention by
equipoise and the high standard in exterior and interior design.

The Maize Institute in Novi Sad by the architect Milan Maric is an
example of the orientation to combine science in the function of

-~ agriculture. The building is located within natural surroundings on a

vast parcel arranged as a park, from afar reminding on a big country

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architecture of Vojvodina in both respects: the
design/form and the use of materials. Not relapsing
into quotations or literal stylisation, showing knowledge
of a splendid expert in matters of spirit and atmosphere
of Vojvodina's village, the buildings emanate the
calmness of a scientific campus. The pavilion system,
transparent structure, and a warm wooden construction
reflect the amalgam of the artificial and natural,
architecture and surroundings. All these qualities were perceived at
the salon of architecture of Novi Sad, so that this project was
awarded the annual prize.

The design of small business buildings becomes an interesting and
enticing fask, especially when we expect them to increase in future,
hoping that the investors will sirive fowards an adequate presentation
of their enterprises. Such an atfitude towards architecture and
surroundings confributes to the spatial culture and the affirmation of
the co-operation between investors and architects in searching for
new expression modes.
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
